Site 1:

This site is along a ½ mile of ditch.  The water for this ditch is in a rotation with a user further up the line, so water only occupies the grazing site for 10 days at a time.  The producer alternates the use of this ground, every other year the ground is cut for hay and the other year it is pastured out.  The producer has repeatedly applied 2,4D to the common tansy in the last 10 years. 

Site 2:

This site is on a slope coming from the hayfield bar.  A main ditch flows along the top edge and two auxiliary ditches flow to pastures below the grazing site.  This area also has many springs and a large sedge community, besides common tansy.  There are difficulties in setting up the electric fence paddock, so the fence is placed in the easiest route possible (not necessarily the edge of the common tansy infestation).  The grazing site is open to cattle grazing when the cattle are placed in hayfields, every fall.  The producer has done some herbicide applications, but none have been affective.
